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Challenge

Chile has ambitious plans for
renewable energy sources
like wind and solar. By 2035,
the government wants a
majority of electricity
generated in the country to
come from renewable
sources, and by 2050 the
goal is for over two thirds of
to come from renewables.
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Solution

This project installed 22 new
wind turbines in El Morro in
the region of Bio Bio, Chile,
which is 500 km south of
Santiago. The clean,
renewable power generated
will feed into Chile's Sistema
Interconectado Central
(Central Interconnected Grid)

the main national power grid.
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Impact

The project activity supplies
zero-emissions electricity to the
grid, thus avoiding greenhouse
gases emissions by displacing
fossil-fuel power plants. The
wind farm construction and
maintenance also contribute to
the global transfer of skills and
resources needed to achieve a
zero-emission future.
